Co-owners must not engage in landscaping activities or plant any trees, 
shrubs, flowers, or place ornamental materials on general common 
elements without written approval from the Association. This prohibition 
includes weed whacking.

If you are thinking about hosting a party at the King’s Cove Clubhouse, be sure to 
reserve your spot soon—it is a busy season.  
 

You can find all the details you need on the Rental Reservation Form, which is 
available online. 

On-Street Parking is Prohibited 

Parking in Fire Lanes or anywhere along King’s Cove Drive is prohibited. Local law officers patrol 
King’s Cove, and violators can be ticketed. Parking on any of the King’s Cove lanes and streets is also 
prohibited, subject to fines by the Association, and may be towed without notice. 
 

These streets are narrow and provide fire lanes on both sides. Illegally parked vehicles can block the 
access of work crew trucks and emergency vehicles.  
 

Note: If you do not see a "No Parking" sign, it does not mean parking is allowed. 

Frequently Asked Questions 

Q. How should I report parking violations I feel are causing problems? 

 

A.  Violations, particularly if they are recurring, can be reported to the 
property manager by email with a photograph of the vehicle(s) with the 
vehicle’s license plate clearly visible. Your report is kept confidential. 

 

Q. We receive an annual budget every year, but how can I learn more about the actual expenses 
incurred each year? 

 

A. One approach is to consult the annual independent audit report, which is made available to co-
owners through the online portal. Alternatively, co-owners may schedule an appointment with the 
property manager to review the monthly financial reports in person. 
 

Q. How do I access the King’s Cove portal? 

 

A. Visit the King’s Cove website and click on Owner Online Portal listed under Quick Links.  
 

Q. Should I remove the Orange Stakes installed along my sidewalk and driveway? 

 

A. No. The snowplowing company will remove stakes along driveways and sidewalks at the end of the 
season. The stakes should be left in place, as the Association is charged for any missing stakes.

Please note that the Master Deed and Bylaws always take precedence 
should any content in the Guide be erroneously in conflict with them. 
 

Trash should not be placed out earlier than 6 PM the night before pickup. Empty 
containers are to be returned to the garage by the end of the pick-up day.  
 

Garages must be used for vehicle parking, not storage. Refer to page 9 in the 
Information Guide to learn more about parking in King’s Cove and the garage use requirement. 
 

Leasing Your Unit: Co-owners who wish to lease their unit to someone should carefully review the 
eligibility rules and landlord requirements published on the website and follow the stipulated 
process. Short-term rentals, including vacation and Airbnb rentals, are not allowed.  
 

Pets: Always keep your dog or cat leashed (not tethered) when outside. Bag pet waste and dispose 
of it in the trash. Please do not simply drop the waste bag on the property. 

King’s Cove Shred Event  
The event is scheduled for Saturday, April 18th, 2026, from 10 AM to 1 PM (or until the truck is full). 
The event is free and open only to Cove residents. The truck will park on Brookside Court, near the 
Courts. Residents are asked to limit their initial paper shredding to 2-3 grocery bags, with the 
understanding that they may return later if they have more, and there is room in the truck. 

YARD WASTE  
Yard waste pickup and disposal is in effect as of 
April 6th. Properly bagged yard waste must be 
placed curbside by 8 AM on Mondays (Tuesday if 
Monday is a holiday) for scheduled collection and 
disposal. Use only the designated paper yard-
waste bags. Plain paper bags, like grocery bags, 
which can tear easily, will not be picked up, nor will 
plastic bags.
